Dear Parents and Carers,

As part of our new Little Wandle Programme, we are slightly changing the way we teach and 
practise spellings for this half term. 

Each week, the children will be given some spellings to practise at home which link directly to the 
phonics we are learning in class. These spellings will include our focus graphemes for the week and 
will also include some ‘tricky words’ - our spellings that contain ‘tricky’ parts that do not follow 
phonics rules.

On Fridays, our English lessons will have a spelling focus where the children are given dictated 
sentences that contain the words they have been practising throughout the week.

We have been so impressed with the progress of reading and spelling seen in our Little Wandle 
lessons so far and we are hoping this repeated practise of spellings will further develop children’s 
confidence and accuracy in spelling as they prepare to move into Year 2.

I have outlined below the spellings we will be focusing on each week in class for the remainder of 
the year. We would be very grateful if the children could also practise reading and spelling these 
words at home in order to cement their learning. I have also included some of the dictated 
sentences that children may be asked to write during Friday’s lessons. The children could practise 
reading these at home, adding their buttons and stitches to words, to help them become more 
familiar with the sentences before writing them on a Friday.
