in: 

Stars and values certificates, 

stars in planner, visits to shop 

Warning or cloud: 

Name will be placed on the cloud 

(EYFS/ KS1) 

A note will be made of a warning 

( KS2) 

Caution or raincloud:  

Member of senior staff will come 

and speak to child.  Target set for 

rest of day and check in later in 

day. Parents informed by teacher or 

year leader.  

Sanction or thundercloud: 

Sent to a member of senior staff. 

Appropriate sanction will be given. 

Parents will be informed and 

invited in for meeting if 

appropriate. 

What this will look like: 

Consistently showing school 

values and going over and above in 

commitment to school. 

Consistently motivated and 

working hard.  

 

What this looks like: 

Showing one or more of our school 

values. 

Motivated and working hard.  

Reasons for a warning/ cloud: 

Shouting out, not listening, not 

showing respect to an adult or 

child. Not having the right 

equipment (KS2),not completing 

homework ( Y5/6) 

Reasons for a caution/ raincloud: 

Not showing two values in one 

day, unkind behaviour, continued 

lack of respect, not listening, not 

completing work, disrupting 

learning for others 

Reasons for a sanction/ 

thundercloud: 

Hurting another child or adult, 

bad language, lack of courtesy or 

respect, aggressive behaviour
