As ever, it has been a busy week for the children and staff with visits, visitors, learning and play. 

The subject leaders have spent time visiting all classes over the last two weeks in order to review the 

curriculum provision across the school. During these visits, there has been a particular focus on adaptive 

teaching across the curriculum, ensuring that learning is carefully adapted to meet the needs of all the 

Frithwood children. This has also been a lovely opportunity for the staff to engage in peer-to-peer support and 

a chance to see teaching in action across the school. 
 

Following a conference I attended last week, it has been interesting to reflect on the many inclusive 

and adaptive practices that are already well established at Frithwood. As you may recall, our 

successful completion of the PINS project in Spring 2025 led to several positive developments in both 

our teaching approaches and the learning environment. 
 

Some of the effective provision now routinely embedded across the school includes our daily meet-and-

greet for children at the start of the day and after each break; helping pupils to settle positively into 

learning. Children also have access to adapted equipment and resources, including sensory aids and 

coloured overlays. Visual timetables are used in all classrooms to provide structure and predictability 

and low-arousal displays help to create calm learning environments that promote attention. We also 

strive to ensure that high quality questioning and continuous assessment of the children’s 

understanding has a positive impact on learning. 
 

I also attended a meeting this week where information about the organisation Family Lives was 

shared. I am hoping in the near future to arrange a coffee morning with a themed session to support 

our parents and carers. In the meantime there is lots of information on their website for you to take 

a look at: https://www.familylives.org.uk/how-we-can-help/in-your-area/hillingdon-family-support 
 

School finishes on Friday 27th March at 12.00pm for the children.
