Admittance to the production will be free of charge; however, if you plan to attend with a large group (larger 
than 4) we ask that you please let us know beforehand to ensure appropriate amounts of seating. 
 
Should you have any problems in 
sourcing an appropriate costume, please do contact us. 
 
If your child qualifies for Free School Meals and you would like to order a school packed lunch for each 
day, please complete the slip attached and return to the office by Wednesday 1st July. If you have already 
pre-booked hot meals, these will be cancelled.  Please note, if you order a packed lunch for your child, they 
will still need a drinks bottle for each day.
