TOILETING / CHANGING POLICY
We, at Banbridge Nursery School, encourage the children to, where possible, 
use the toileting facilities on their own whilst discreetly supervising from afar. 
The staff respects the child's privacy and cultural beliefs at all times and will 
encourage independence and good hygiene.  All staff must report to the 
teacher or other staff before leaving the room/play area to take a child to the 
toilet.  They must follow the 'Advice to Staff - Changing Procedures' at all 
times.  Students, temporary staff or volunteers are not permitted to take the 
children to the toilet at any time.

A child will only be changed if he / she
• got wet while playing.
• had a toilet accident.
• was sick.
• was in unsuitable clothing.
• or another valid reason which you will be made aware of.

Staff will supply you with an 'Incident Slip' specifying the reason your child 
has been changed and by whom.
We ask that you keep a change of clothes on your child's peg in the hallway 
at all times for this purpose.  We do have a small selection of clothes which 
we can use, if necessary.  We would ask that you launder and return them to 
school promptly.

Having read our policy on toileting, we would ask you to sign the
consent form below and return this form to school.



Changing Procedure



ADVICE TO STAFF
A list of parents, who have requested that their child is not

changed, is available from the teacher.

CHECK BEFORE YOU CHANGE

Students and temporary staff/helpers do not change
children.

• If the child is able to change him/herself, encourage him/her to 
do so at all times.

• If the child requires or asks for help, always inform another 
member of staff of what you are about to do.

• Always leave the bathroom door open and if possible assist the
child to change in a quiet area of the bathroom, to preserve the 
child's privacy.  Only change a child in the cubicle if absolutely 
necessary and ensure that another member of staff is near at 
hand.

• If a child has soiled him/herself, the parent/carer should be 
called to collect the child.

• If the child refuses to be changed or wants a parent/carer, 
reassure the child, inform the teacher who will contact the 
parent and leave the child unchanged.
