Goodbye Year 11 

Firstly, we want to say a heartfelt goodbye to our Year 11 students who left us today to formally start 
their study leave. Students have shown true commitment and courage as they have navigated a packed 
exam schedule.

Change to Pupil Entrance 

From September 2026, Martyn’s Law will come into effect for all venues with over 200 people. We have 
looked at ways in which we can make the site more secure, as you can appreciate our site does not 
lend itself to being the most secure due to the layout. Please make note of the changes from the 1st 
June 2026. Key changes are: 
 

• Students will not be allowed access to site until 7.30am. 
• Should students arrive between 7.30am and 8am, students must go to the diner via the path 

alongside either Science or PE. Please note this area is still out of bounds during the school 
day. 

• The only gates with access to the site will be on Midgley Road and from the bus lanes on 
Apple Yard Lane.  

• Zero site access on Brier Hey Lane ensures a safer approach to and from school as drop 
off has been increasingly hazardous.

Punctuality  

We want to share a quick update regarding our school detention policy. Moving forward, detentions for 
students who arrive late to lessons will be moved from lunchtime to after school.
