Alternatively, you can go the road way and meet
us there. The children will hunt for their Easter eggs and then we will walk back to school.

There will be for refreshments for parents/carers for sale by our PTA from 8.45am whilst you have chance
to look at all the lovely Easter competition entries! Bring your travel cups if you want to take a drink to
go for the walk too!

In the event of very wet weather or assessment of the Redacre site meaning it is unsafe to use, we will
conduct the egg hunt in the school building and parents/carers are welcome to accompany the children
with their hunting still and have refreshments/look at entries!
