We are excited to share that on Friday 4th July 2025, children in Nursery are invited on a school 

trip to Lotherton Hall.  One parent/carer must attend the trip alongside your child. Due to coach 

places, siblings cannot attend. It will be a first come, first serve basis for bookings. 

 

The total cost for the trip will be £24.00 and will include entrance into Lotherton Hall for both 

yourself and your child, as well as covering the cost for 2 coach seats.  

 

Payment can be made in instalments through our School Gateway app with full payment due 

one week prior to the trip. Although voluntary, if we do not receive enough payments we will be 

unable to go ahead with the visit. When making payment you will also be required to give 

consent for your child to attend this trip, otherwise it will not let you continue.  

 

The bus will be departing school at 9.15am. We are inviting all children and adults to arrive at 

school for 9.00am so that we can be on the coaches for a prompt departure.  Unfortunately, 

should your child/children arrive late and miss the coach, they will be unable to attend the trip. 

Please note the nursery is closed on this date to any children not attending the trip and alternative 

childcare must be found. 

 

All children will require a packed lunch and water bottle. Packed lunches can be supplied from 

home or from our school kitchen at a charge of £2.58. If you require a school packed lunch 

please order and pay for your child’s lunch on SchoolGrid. 

 

School uniform does not need to be worn on this day but we would recommended suitable 

clothing, footwear, sun hats and for sun cream to be applied before arriving at school.  

 

Please note we have been advised from our Safeguarding advisor that Air tags should not be 

used to track children/people and that if an Air tag is found it will be disabled. Tracking people 

using Air tags is forbidden by Apple’s Terms of Use and details can be found on their website.  

 

We hope to arrive back at school around 3pm, traffic dependent. We will send a message when 

we have set off with our estimated time of arrival back.
