This term we will be continuing to set the high
expectations for writing, working on grammar,
punctuation and handwriting to encourage
successful independent writers. 

Our writing curriculum follows 6 main core
principles including: encouraging the love of
writing, developing writing skills, broadening
vocabulary, writing for different purposes,
supporting individual needs and ensuring high
quality writing lessons.

We have the following units this term: a
descriptive write and a retell based on The Girl
Who Stole An Elephant; a news paper report
based on our Geography topic; a biography on
Charles Darwin; a diary and a retell based on
The Borrowers.
