Year 1 enjoyed making sandwiches in Maths this week.
The children had to make a sandwich and try to cut it
into four equal quarters. They had lots of fun doing this
and enjoyed eating it at the end! In Science we were
learning all about the parts of a plant we can eat, such as
the leaf from a lettuce plant or the root from a carrot.
In computing we explored the beebots and planned a
program for them. We had to use our problem solving
skills to get the beebots where we wanted.

We've had a wonderfully busy and creative week in Year
2, packed with music, writing, and new learning across
the curriculum. Monday's music assembly was a real
highlight. The children learnt about five different
instruments, explored how they sound, and even helped
create a teacher band. In Maths, we began our new
measurement unit. The children have been comparing
lengths, using rulers accurately, and exploring practical
ways to measure objects around the classroom. Building
on our work with Greta and the Giants, the children
planned and wrote their own information letters. This
week, they wrote to Miss Campbell Kelly about the litter
around scl.ool, explaining why it matters and suggesting
thoughtful solutions. We hope you all enjoy a restful and
fun ﬂalf term break. It's the last one before a very
exciting and busy end to Year 2!

This week in the blossom room the children have been
finding out how things can be organised to make
patterns, using different pieces of equipment. They
were able to order fruit at snack time and arranged the
order into a boy/girl pattern.
