In Reception, the children have learnt about a new story 
called 'Tadpoles Promise'. We have explored the setting 
and the characters and sequenced the story into the   
beginning, middle and end. The children especially loved 
the funny twist at the end! In maths the children have 
been learning about representations of a number and 1 
more (5 and 1 more = ). I hope you all enjoy the lovely 
surprise the children have made you for Mother's Day 
this weekend. 
 

Year 1 have had a very busy and exciting week of     
learning. In Maths, the children enjoyed measuring      
different objects using rulers and cubes, helping them to 
understand length in a fun and practical way. In History, 
they loved learning about and comparing King John of 
England and Queen Victoria, discovering how life and 
leadership were different in their times. In Science,   
the classes explored a range of materials and their   
properties, investigating how different materials look and 
feel and thinking about what they might be used for. 
 

This week has been such an exciting one in Year 2! We 
were delighted to welcome a leader from a local Christian 
church who came to share the Easter story with us. The 
children were fascinated by his retelling and were even 
more thrilled when he brought out his guitar so we could 
sing some lively songs together — their smiles said it all! 
The classes behaved beautifully and truly embraced the 
experience. In Maths, we have been working hard on our 
2 and 10 times tables and building our understanding of 
how multiplication works, with lots of hands-on practice 
and enthusiasm. In Science, the children have been     
exploring the moon, thinking about what makes it so    
important, and asking some fantastic big questions. We 
also want to say a huge thank you to all the parents who 
joined us for the pencil case making workshop — the  
children loved creating something special with you, and it 
made the afternoon feel extra fun and creative!
