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 All children start with a peg on ‘The Burnt Oak Way’. 

If a child continues to show challenging behaviour, even after a reminder, then their peg is 

turned around. This is a visual warning. 

If the behaviour continues then a their 

peg is removed. This is an instant sanction 

and means the child will lose 15 minutes 

of their play/lunch.
