One of the highlights of the week was Buddy Reading, where older children shared stories with 
younger classes. Year 6 read with Year 3, Year 5 with Year 2, and Year 4 with Reception and 
Year 1. It was wonderful to see the enthusiasm for reading shared across the school and the pride 
older children took in supporting younger readers. 
 
On Thursday, children showed impressive creativity during our Book Character Puppet 
Competition, designing puppets inspired by characters from stories they love and explaining their 
choices. They have been showing off their sewing skills; they learnt how to thread a needle, knot 
it and then stitch their finger puppet together. They then used their designs to complete their 
finger puppet to a high standard. There will be prizes for the best puppets which will be shared in 
a special assembly next week when author Lou Treleaven will visit the school to lead writing 
workshops for each class. 
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Children and staff dressed up today as their favourite book characters. Everyone made such an 
effort and we have all had great fun – please keep the momentum going over the weekend and 
open a book that you love and lose yourself in it.
