Children should choose one challenge to complete 

per week and bring it to school once complete to 

share and display in the classroom. Children will 

receive rewards in class for their efforts with 

homework. 

 

READING BOOKS. 

Every Monday your child will bring home their 

reading diary and two reading books in their 

book bag. Please listen to your child read these 

books over the next week. Please return the 

diary and the two books the following Monday. 

Please sign or comment in the diary to confirm 

your child has read so that staff know the 

books need to be changed.  

FOREST SCHOOL 

Every Friday in the Autumn term, the children 

will be taking part in Forest School. Children 

can come dressed in their forest school clothes 

but must bring uniform to change into. Please 

also provide spare underwear and socks as 

sometimes we like to get wet and muddy! 

 

P.E. 

Both Year 2 classes have PE on Monday and 

Tuesdays each week. Please provide your child 

with appropriate kit inline with uniform 

expectations. Children are welcome to come 

dressed in their kit on Mondays and Tuesdays but 

MUST have school uniform to change into 

afterwards. 
 

BAGS AND BELONGINGS 

We can’t have large bags and back packs in 

school. Children should bring in suitable outdoor 

coats and packed lunches (if applicable) every 

day. On a Monday morning your child should 

also bring in their book bag and water bottles 

every day.
