I am writing in response to some queries from parents as fo why we will not be holding a Christmas sing-
along event for Key Stage 2. | would like to outline the reasons for this.

Firstly, the number of pupils, staff and parents who would normally attend such an event makes it difficult to
manage safely within the school hall. Irespective of whether this has happened in the past, the space
cannot accommodate everyone comfortably while meeting the safety standards we are committed to
maintaining. After careful consideration, we feel that holding a large indoor gathering of this size would not
be appropriate or safe.

Additionally, the final weeks of term are a crucial time for pupils, particularly in Key Stage 2, and a large part
of our focus is on maintaining continuity and quality first teaching. Organising and rehearsing for a large-
scale sing-along, even if it is split into Lower and Upper Key Stage 2, results in a significant amount of lost
learning time, which we are keen to avoid. Ensuring that pupils remain on track with their learning is a
priority, and we want fo make the most of every school day.

We are committed to making this time of year special, while keeping safety and learning at the centre of
our planning.
