Google Classroom

Year 2 to Year 6 pupils will already have their google email account details — this remains the same throughout
your child’s time at Wood End. Please contact the school office via admin@woodend.herts.sch.uk should you
require any help. An email will be sent directly to Year 1 parents with instructions on how to access their child’s

class. All class information will be via your child’s google classroom.

Arbor

We changed our communication and database systems to Arbor during the Spring and Summer terms 2022. The
majority of our parents have logged into the system, however, if you need any help please do not hesitate to
contact the school office. The Arbor Parent Portal will allow you to see information held by the school office, such
as pupil’s details; attendance; unread communications/emails; payment for trips; consent for clubs; and to book
your parent consultation in October. You will also be able to amend your contact details should they change e.g.
telephone numbers/address. Arbor is replacing the School Gateway, however meal payments for Key Stage 2
children will remain on the School Gateway until the end of the Autumn term.
