Mrs Truslove/Mrs Banks – Red class 
Phonics 
Reception have been learning about words with two or more digraphs eg m-ar-ch, qu-ee-n, sh-or-t-er. 
Year One have been learning about the alternative spellings such as or in water,  o in want,  and the air 
sound in bear ear, and ere in there. 
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Maths  
Reception - This week children have rehearsed comparing numbers to 10 and 20 and identifying the largest 
and smallest set. They related this to the numerals. They also rehearsed ordering numbers to 10 and 20 
using the pegged number line. They identified the larger and the smaller of two numbers using position on 
the line as a guide. Then they moved onto using a 1-20 number track to say the next number and the 
number before any number. They related this to one more and one less. They had experience of writing 
addition and subtraction sentences to match one more/less. 
Year One - related units of time weeks, days, hours; divided the days up into parts; read and wrote times to 
the hour; started to have a notion of how long an hour is and how long a minute is; told the time (oʼclock 
and half past) on analogue and digital clocks; measured using uniform units (cubes and rulers).

Next week tables are the 11x. 
Homework is in the blue book. We have been working on time in class, please help your child with this, 
particularly analogue time.  Perhaps ask them to tell you the time, look at the clock and practise half past, 
quarter past and to and o’clock.  Year 3 children remember that your 5 times table is your friend.

Next week in maths we will be working on area and perimeter.
